[bookmark: _GoBack]As of today (January 26), more than 2,000 people globally have been infected with a new coronavirus, majority of them in China, where 56 people have died from the disease so far.Text :  Coronavirus

The virus, believed to have originated late last year in a seafood market in the central Chinese city of Wuhan that was illegally selling wildlife, has spread to Chinese cities including Beijing and Shanghai, as well as the United States, Thailand, South Korea, Japan, Australia, France, Canada and India…
There are currently no vaccines available to protect you against human coronavirus infection. You may be able to reduce your risk of infection by doing the following things: Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds, avoid touching your eyes, nose, or mouth with unwashed hands and avoid close contact with people who are sick.
 You can help protect others by doing the following things: Stay home while you are sick, avoid close contact with others, cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when you cough or sneeze, then throw the tissue in the trash and wash your hands and clean and disinfect objects and surfaces.
There are no specific treatments for illnesses caused by human coronaviruses. Most people with common human coronavirus illness will recover on their own. However, you can do some things to relieve your symptoms such as to take pain and fever medications (Caution: do not give Aspirin to children), to use a room humidifier or take a hot shower to help ease a sore throat and cough. If you are mildly sick, you should drink plenty of liquids stay home and rest and if you are concerned about your symptoms, you should see your healthcare provider.

 Date Monday, February, 20th, 2020
Duration: 55minutes.
Teacher: Mr. YONLI JEAN MARROU 
Aim: To help my students of BEP 1 to develop their reading skills through the help of a text entitled Coronavirus. 
Objectives: at the end of the lesson, pupils will be able to:
      -predict some words or ideas that are likely to appear in the text.
      - say whether statements are true or false according to the text.
      -answer correctly to comprehension questions.
      -discuss a topic related to the text studied in class
Pre-requisites: pupils have already watched a short video on coronavirus and some notions about the virus.
Anticipated problems: some pupils may have problems to understand some words
Anticipated solutions: the teacher may lay emphasis on defining and explaining very well the difficult words
Teaching materials: text, board, chalk, duster and bucker.
WARM UP. (4 mn)
                          Step 1: greeting, asking and writing the date.   
The teacher enters the class, greets the pupils and tells them to sit down. Then he delimits the board. When he finishes delimiting the board, he asks the pupils: “what is the date today”? He interrogates a pupil who says it orally and if the answer is correct ,the teacher congratulates him/her and will do the same during all the class by saying : <<good, very good, fantastic, etc.>> . Then he authorises him/her to write it on the board.  
    Step2: Song :<< If you are happy and you know it>>
   Step 3: introduction of the new lesson.
Teacher: (to the students) we have seen a short video about a disease which infection is fast.
Pupils: It is the coronavirus, we watched the last time sir.
Teacher: Very good, today instead of a video, we are going to have a reading comprehension lesson. In this lesson, we shall study a text entitled “coronavirus”.
STAGE I: PRE-READING (8mn)
                           Step1: prediction.
Teacher: According to you, what words can appear in this text?
Pupils: coronavirus, infection, protection, treatment,
Teacher: he writes the pupils’ proposals on the board.
                           Step2: guiding question.
The teacher says: read the text and answer the following question and he writes the question on the board.
Question: According to the text, is there any treatment for the coronavirus disease?
After writing the guiding question on the board, he shares the text and asks the pupils to read silently the text by giving them time to do it. The pupils will propose an answer to the guiding question during their reading.
STAGE II: WHILE-READING (20mn)
   Step1: checking of predicted words.
Teacher: now that you have read the text, let us check together if the words you have predicted appear in the text.
Pupils’ answers: coronavirus, infection, protection, treatment, disease, coronavirus…
Teacher: he thanks the pupils for having found some words if the students have found some words.
Step2: answer of the guiding question.
Expected answers: According to the text, there are no specific treatments for illnesses caused by human coronaviruses.
Step3: oral activity (true or false questions)
Teacher: answer the following sentences by “true” or “false” and justify if the answer is “false”.
1) You may be able to reduce your risk of infection, only by doing the following thing: Washing hands often with soap
2) There are no specific treatments for illnesses caused by human coronaviruses.
3) Man can protect others from coronavirus by washing hands and cleaning and disinfecting objects and surfaces.
4) Most people with common human coronavirus illness will recover on their own.
5) The coronavirus cannot catch the children.
Expected answers:

4) What can man do to relieve the symptoms of coronavirus?

During the correction, the teacher chooses the representative of two groups who will come and put the ideas of his/her group on the board. The teacher looks at the pupils’ sentences and makes adjustment before the pupils take down the correction
HOME WORK.
Here the teacher gives another activity related to the theme studied to do at home.
Your brother does not know what coronavirus is, and needs your help to protect himself. Give advice to your brother in one paragraph.
NOTE TAKING AND ADMINISTRATIVE DUTIES.
The teacher authorises the pupils to note down the ideas, then he check the attendances and fills the record book.
